INCLINE VILLAGE, Nev. (Sept. 16, 2024) – Diamond Peak Ski Resort is planning to open for skiing and snowboarding in 

early December 2024, conditions permitting. 

Why Diamond Peak is Different: Community-owned, fiercely independent and community-driven – those are the key 

differentiating factors that make Diamond Peak distinct in the crowded Lake Tahoe ski resort scene. “Small but 

thrilling” would be another apt description, because with 1,840 vertical feet of skiable terrain packed into 655 acres, 

Diamond Peak offers the 4th most skiable vertical in the Tahoe Basin. Add in panoramic Tahoe views from nearly every 

run on the mountain, incredible glades for tree skiing/riding, and one of Tahoe’s most progressive terrain parks (The 

Village), and it’s no wonder locals know Diamond Peak to be “Tahoe’s hidden gem.” 

As a community-owned ski resort, Diamond Peak stands out in the Tahoe Basin and greater U.S. ski industry as a 

beacon to skiers and riders looking for a friendly, non-corporate vibe.  

Ski More, Save More with a 3-Day Flex Pass: The more you ski, the more you save with a 3-Day Flex Pass multiday lift 

ticket. This direct-to-lift mini pass offers three days of skiing or snowboarding any day this winter and is valid all 

season. A 3-Day Flex Pass is the best deal for people planning to ski multiple days, but not quite enough to justify a full 

season pass. 3-Day Flex Passes will go on sale in November, with discounted rates as low as $120 per day for adults, 

$100 per day for youth and seniors, and $50 per day for children.  

New Summit Backcountry Gate: This winter Diamond Peak will offer backcountry skiers and snowboarders access to 

the backcountry surrounding the resort via a dedicated backcountry access gate located near the top of the Crystal 

Express Chairlift. Users must have a valid Diamond Peak lift ticket or season pass to ride the Crystal Express Chairlift to 

the summit of the resort and must exit and/or enter the resort’s boundaries via the designated gate. The opening of 

the new backcountry access gate will allow access to multiple backcountry zones in and around the resort, from the 

backside facing east into the Carson Valley, to the west-facing slopes south of the resort that face Lake Tahoe. 

The area beyond the ski resort boundaries is in a natural state, and skiers/riders who choose to access the 

backcountry do so at their own risk and should be prepared for any and all hazards they may encounter including 

deep snow, avalanches, steep terrain, tree wells, cliffs, cornices and unpredictable terrain and conditions. Diamond 

Peak’s ski patrol does not perform avalanche mitigation work in the backcountry, nor do they patrol outside of the 

resort’s boundaries. All backcountry users must be self-sufficient, carry the proper backcountry equipment, and have 

the proper training to ensure their safety and the safety of their party. Backcountry users are also expected to respect 

the private lands that exist outside of Diamond Peak’s boundary and stay on National Forest lands when recreating in 

the backcountry. 

Pass Holder Early Ups Event: Diamond Peak season pass holders are invited to join their fellow pass holders for an 

hour of early access to freshly groomed slopes (or fresh powder, depending on Mother Nature) and a complimentary 

continental breakfast on Saturday, Feb. 22, 2025. Diamond Peak’s lift operations team will open the Lakeview chairlift 

an hour early at 8:00 a.m. for season pass holders only, and there will be a selection of pasties, fruit, and 

coffee/tea/juice at the mid-mountain Snowflake Lodge for pass holders to enjoy during their early access. 

New PistenBully 600 Polar Park groomer: Diamond Peak has once again invested in a new snowcat/groomer to stay 

at the forefront of slope maintenance in the Lake Tahoe Basin. The resort’s new PistenBully 600 Polar Park grooming 

machine incorporates all the latest grooming and shaping technology that PistenBully has to offer, in a comfortable 
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package that reduces emissions, increases efficiency, and provides Diamond Peak’s slope maintenance staff with even 

more tools to lay down perfect corduroy all over the mountain. 

The 600 Polar Park model comes equipped with terrain park specific features that will come into play in the Village 

Terrain Park and throughout the resort including the Child Ski and Ride Center learning area and School Yard bunny 

slope. The 600 Polar Park also features PistenBully’s newest diesel engine technology which reduces noise, fuel 

consumption and particulate emissions, while delivering increased torque and power. 

All the groomers in Diamond Peak’s fleet also include PistenBully’s SNOWsat snow depth monitoring system, which 

allows the resort’s snow surfaces team to more accurately monitor snow depths on the ski runs and see where 

additional snowmaking is needed throughout the season. The SNOWsat system also tracks all aspects of Diamond 

Peak’s snowcats operations including run time, diesel consumption, GPS tracking on the mountain, and service 

maintenance, and communicates directly with the resort’s automated snow guns when applicable. 

Bonus lift tickets for season pass holders: Diamond Peak’s 2024-25 season pass holders will enjoy 36 complimentary 

lift tickets at 12 partner resorts across the country this winter – generally three days at each resort. Participating 

resorts include Beech Mountain (NC), Bogus Basin (ID), Cooper (CO), Eaglecrest Ski Area (AK), Loup Loup Ski Bowl 

(WA), Loveland Ski Area (CO), Monarch Mountain (CO), Mt. Shasta Ski Park (CA), Plattekill Mountain (NY), Red River 

Ski Area (NM), Tahoe Donner XC & Downhill (CA), and Wachusett Mountain (MA). 

Every Diamond Peak pass holder also receives four discounted Bring-A-Friend Tickets, which can be used to bring 

friends to Diamond Peak.

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Diamond Peak History & Sustainability 

Diamond Peak Ski Resort began in 1966 as Ski Incline, the brainchild of Incline Village developers Art Wood and Harold 

Tiller. Wood had a master plan for a year-round, resort community at Lake Tahoe – Incline Village was to become the 

“Pebble Beach of the Sierra” – and in 1966, Wood and Tiller hired Austrian ski consultant Luggi Foeger to design and 

build Ski Incline.  

Initially proposed on the slopes of Rose Knob Peak (the flat-topped peak to the north of Incline Village), Foeger 

recognized immediately that Rose Knob Peak would never work as a ski area due to its lack of beginner and 

intermediate level terrain and the south-facing orientation of the slopes (meaning it received too much sun during the 

winter for a dependable ski season). After exploring the peaks and ridges around Incline, Foeger chose the current 

location of the resort because it had an excellent variety of terrain, faces north-northwest, is easily accessed from the 

center of Incline Village, and offers beautiful views of Lake Tahoe.  

The one drawback to the resort’s location – its relatively low elevation and proximity to the air-warming waters of 

Lake Tahoe – was addressed by installing the first snowmaking system in the western United States. And on 

November 19, 1966, after only four months of construction, Ski Incline opened its doors. That first season turned out 

to be a great one, with the resort operating for its longest season on record to date – 170 days from November 19, 

1966 until May 7, 1967.  

In 1987, Ski Resort Manager Jurgen Wetzstein led the development of the upper mountain and the addition of the 

mile-long Crystal Quad chairlift to reach the top of the peak. This expansion doubled the resort’s skiable acreage and 

added more advanced terrain. With the increased acreage, the resort extended the snowmaking system to cover the 

upper mountain along with adding more grooming equipment. Since most of the new trails were black diamonds, Ski 

Incline was renamed Diamond Peak.  

With the turn of the century, Diamond Peak embarked on a two-part capital improvement project, expanding the 

snowmaking system to permit snowmaking capabilities on 75 percent of developed terrain, and renovating the mid-

mountain Snowflake Lodge with a new wrap-around deck featuring panoramic views of Lake Tahoe and the Sierra 

Nevada mountain range. In 2003, Diamond Peak replaced its old Crystal Quad with the high-speed detachable Crystal 

Express quad to the top of the mountain.  

In 2008, Diamond Peak renovated the base lodge to include an expanded rental shop, the third-floor Loft Bar and 300-

square-foot Loft Bar outdoor patio, a 300-square-foot meeting room, new restrooms, fixtures, siding and more. In the 

summer of 2009, Diamond Peak once again rebuilt its snowmaking system to allow for more efficient snow 

production. In 2010, Diamond Peak completed a large renovation project with a new Skier Services Building, featuring 

a plaza area, ticket windows, Child Ski & Ride Center, Ski Patrol headquarters, and offices.  

In 2013, the resort began the process of updating its Master Plan to revisit the potential for future development and 

potentially introduce summer activities.  

Diamond Peak continues to make improvements to snowmaking – including the purchase of eight new TechnoAlpin 

high-efficiency TR8 snow guns and two TT10 tower-mounted snow guns over the past few seasons – and is continually 

assessing the system for upgrades to maximize snowmaking capacity and efficiency. Diamond Peak has also upgraded 

its grooming fleet with the addition new PistenBully 600 snowcats during the 2021-22, 2023-24 and now 2024-25 

seasons. 
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Diamond Peak Ski Resort is one of many resorts that recognizes global warming and the effects that pollutants have 

on our environment. These are a few things that Diamond Peak has done and continues to do to join the cause in 

helping our winters stay cool: 

• Installed two ChargePoint electric vehicle charging stations at Diamond Peak (upper lot). 

• Installed automated thermostats in our facilities, thereby reducing our energy use by at least 20%. 

• Continually upgrade our snowmaking system to use newer, more energy-efficient technology including 

advanced TechnoAlpin fan guns and low-energy HKD snow guns. 

• Installed Evolution (EVO) boilers for more efficient heating in the Skier Services Building. 

• Offering two free ski shuttles that pick up in and around the Incline Village community. 

• Installed dual-flush toilets, thermal windows, and new lighting to conserve water and energy. 

• Installed hydration stations with sensors to encourage the use of reusable beverage containers, which are 

sold in the food court. 

• Educate employees and the community through IVGID’s Waste Not programs and signage. 

• Encourage recycling by making recycling bins readily available. 

• Participate in "Take Care Tahoe" regional sustainability campaigns. 

• Partnerships with the League to Save Lake Tahoe and their Blue Crew cleanup events. 

• Control soil erosion through slope maintenance, BMPs, and water bars to help protect Tahoe’s water clarity. 

• Use recyclable and biodegradable containers and utensils in food and beverage outlets. 

• Print trail maps using mineral-based "stone paper" resulting in more durable/reusable product and no trees 

being harvested to produce paper.

Interchangeable Parent’s Pass – A long-time Diamond Peak favorite, the interchangeable Parent’s Pass is a 

transferable lift ticket that allows parents to take turns skiing while the other watches the little ones. Simply purchase 

a regular adult lift ticket online and ask for a Parent Interchangeable ticket at the Will Call windows when you pick up 

your tickets. 

Multi-Day Tickets – The more you ski, the more you save with a multi-day ticket. Multi-day tickets are available in 2-

day increments and can be purchased online.  

3-Day Flex Passes – It’s like a mini season pass for those not quite ready to commit to a full season. 3-day Flex Passes 

are valid any day of the 2024-25 ski season with no blackout dates. Further discounted 3-Day Flex Passes are available 

preseason and in the spring. 

Kids 6 & Under, Seniors 80+ Ski Free – Children ages 6 and under and seniors 80 and over always ski free at Diamond 

Peak. 

Beginner Lift Tickets – Diamond Peak offers a beginner lift ticket valid for the Lodgepole and Schoolhouse chairlifts 

and the beginner terrain they access for a discounted rate. Skiers and snowboarders can also upgrade their beginner 

lift tickets to an all-mountain ticket at any time by paying the difference in cost.

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Learning to ski or snowboard at Diamond Peak 
  

Diamond Peak’s professional instructors, low student-to-instructor ratio, dedicated children’s learning area, gentle 

beginner slopes, and a friendly environment provide an ideal place for first-time skiers and snowboarders and those 

looking to improve their skills and confidence.  

Child Ski & Ride Center (Ages 3-6) 

The Diamond Peak Child Ski & Ride Center provides a safe and fun learning environment for kids ages 3-6 with a 

separate learning area, dedicated surface lift, and instructor-to-child ratio of 1:6. Parents register their children and 

then our friendly staff takes care of everything else inside our kid-only zone. Lift tickets and rental equipment are 

included with all lessons and children get their rental equipment right inside the Child Ski & Ride Center. Both group 

and private lessons are offered through the Child Ski & Ride Center. 

Ski & Ride Center (Ages 7+) 

The Diamond Peak Ski & Ride Center offers group and private lessons for beginners to advanced skiers and 

snowboarders. Groups of 2-5 people of similar ability can take a “friends & family” private lesson and learn or improve 

together with a dedicated instructor just for their group. Individuals of any level can register for traditional one-on-

one private lessons, for as little as one hour up to all day (6 hours). Group lessons are offered for youth (ages 7-12) of 

all ability levels, and for adults (ages 13+) who are beginners or first-time skiers or snowboarders.  

Weekly Specialty Clinics 

Diamond Peak will offer a selection of specialty ski clinics designed to foster a lifelong love of the sport and build 

community amongst participants. The 55+ clinics, put on by the Incline Village Recreation Center Senior Programs 

team, and the Skisters women’s ski clinics both return for another season. Instruction is designed to help skiers 

improve, adjust, or modify techniques and encourage skills and habits that support lifelong skiing. See 

DiamondPeak.com/events for dates, reservations and more information.
